The disease, Inmune Mediated Inflammatory iliness, could leave her immobile through
the inflammation of her joints. As a result, Tiffany has been prescribed special medications to treat
the condition, and will be retired immediately.

Tiffany was donated to the Department in March, 2004, by Mrs. Hilary Sessions via the Miami-Dade
State Attorney’s Office. Tiffany, named after Tiffany Sessions, who has been missing since February
9, 1989, from Gainesville, Florida, where she attended the University of Florida, is a bloodhound
trained in “search and rescue” and “human tracking.” This unique function is a valued asset to M-
DSPD, as the dangers of missing children are all too familiar to Floridians and residents of Miami-
Dade County.

Tiffany, a popular figure and favorite among students has performed over thirty missions in the Tri-
County Area, and entertained thousands of children while participating in over 100 school based
presentations at schools throughout the District.

Officer Angel Rodriguez, Tiffany’s partner of four years has requested to maintain ownership and
custody of Tiffany. In doing this, he assumes the responsibility of providing Tiffany with the highest
degree of care and medical attention.

M-DSPD will also explore the feasibility of acquiring a new bloodhound from Child Protection
Education of America Inc. for future use. Tiffany will be missed by all of the members of M-DSPD, as
well as the many other members of the school community. Her loyal service will never be forgotten.

The M-DSPD would like to thank the community for their continued support, as our agency
continues to protect and safeguard the children, employees and property of Miami-Dade County
Public Schools. We wish Tiffany well in this new chapter of her life and warn her that with
retirement...she will never have a day off.
